June is the peak season 
for asparagus, cabbage, 
strawberries, lettuce, 
onions, peas, radishes, 
early potatoes, spinach, 
and mushrooms.  And 
there’s still time to buy 
plants for your flower 
or vegetable garden!   
 
 
Wondering how to 
prepare the spinach you 
bought at market?  Try 
this salad from market 
vendors Sharon 
Langenberg.   
 
Fresh Spinach Salad 
 

1 pound fresh spinach 
½ cup vegetable oil 
¼ cup sugar 
2 Tbs. vinegar 
½ tsp. salt 
¼ tsp. dried mustard 
1 boiled egg, shredded 
½ pound cooked bacon,  
 crumbled 
 

Wash spinach; chill to 
crisp.  Combine oil, 
sugar, vinegar, onion, 
salt, and mustard.  Beat 
until dressing becomes 
thick and sugar is 
dissolved.  Tear spinach 
in bite-size pieces.  Add 
egg and bacon; toss with 
dressing.  Serve 
immediately.
