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Fresh from the 
Market in July  

 
July is the peak season 
for beans, bell peppers, 
sweet corn, cherries, 
eggplant, okra, onions, 
peaches, potatoes, 
tomatoes, and summer 
squash.  And there’s 
still time to buy plants 
for your flower or 
vegetable garden!   
 
 
Wondering how to 
prepare the sweet corn 
you bought at market?  
Try this recipe from 
market vendors Chad 
and Stephanie Prochaska 
of Prochaska Farms.   
 
Corn and Red Pepper 
Soup 
 

2 Tbs. butter or margarine
2 c. chopped red peppers 
1 medium onion 
14 oz. can chicken broth 
4 or 5 large ears of corn 
½ tsp. ground cumin 
½ c. sour cream  
Salt 
White pepper 
 

Melt butter in large 
saucepan over medium 
heat.  Cook peppers and 
onion until tender.  Add 
broth, corn, and cumin.  
Bring to boil over high 
heat.  Cover, reduce heat, 
and simmer 20 minutes.  
Using hand-held blender, 
process, leaving some 
chunks.  Whisk in sour 
cream—do not let boil.  
Add salt and white 
pepper to taste.
