Wastewater Division

Repair of the North Wastewater Treatment Facility is now complete.
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Planning and Community Development:

Staff has distributed $543,416 in Federal Jumpstart funds and $622,025 in State
Jumpstart funds.

Staff continues to meet with the long term recovery committee to determine our
community definition of “long term recovery”

Staff is currently working with or has distributed funding to 75 flood affected households.
Governor Culver signed SF 289 into law on Tuesday, April 21 at the Old Capitol, with
community development and PCD staff in attendance.

Planning staff have been meeting with the City Attorney’s office to coordinate efforts to
quickly begin the process of making offers to homeowners once we receive approval
from FEMA officials regarding lowa City’'s HMGP application. While no firm date has
been given, it appears approval will come in mid-May.

Staff received verbal confirmation the grants submitted under the Community Disaster
Grants Program have been approved. The funds should be arriving in about 2 weeks.
Planning staff will be beginning the process of collecting all required documents so that
the funds can be quickly disbursed to assist in our flood recovery efforts.
